Start at Heroes Square and hop on
the metro to learn the history of Europe's second oldest underground transportation system. Discover the
Opera House, Liberty Square and Chain Bridge, ending at the Great Market Hall with a typical Hungarian
lunch. The afternoon is free to explore.

Buda is the
older and more historical part of the city, with old narrow winding streets and medieval buildings. Here
you can find Buda’s most ancient sights: the Royal Palace, St. Matthias Church, Fisherman’s Bastion and
Castle Hill with its old town. Across the Danube is grand Pest with its vibrant streets such as VAaci Utca,
which is the bustling main street of Budapest.

Hungarian State Opera House

Constructed in 1873, the Opera House is one of Budapest's most stunning examples of Neo-Renaissance
architecture. Take a tour around this stunning building to get a closer look at the ornate marble statues,
frescos, and ornate tin work - to name a few highlights.

Thermal Baths Visit

Bring two towels, your bathing suit and an aching body and prepare to be healed in the largest medicinal
bath in Europe. Built in 1913, you can test the waters of 18 different pools (15 of which are spring fed)
amidst stunning neo-Baroque architecture. Play chess on floating chessboards, relax in the whirlpools and
explore the wonderful mosaic domes of these historic thermal steam rooms.

Buda Castle Visit

Set on Castle Hill overlooking the Danube River and Pest, Buda Castle was once home to the Hungarian
kings of Budapest. Admire the gorgeous architecture and visit its two museums; the National Gallery and
the Budapest History Museum. Permanent collections depict the past 500 yrs of Hungary's art history,
including Medieval and Renaissance stonework, Gothic wood sculptures, and Gothic altars.

Budapest Bike Tour

Join a group for a guided city tour by bike. Buzz around the city on two wheels to cover more ground and
get your blood pumping.

Parliament Building Visit

Take a guided tour of one of Hungary's crown jewels - the Hungarian Parliament building. Existing as the
third largest Parliament building in the world, its Neo Gothic architecture also makes it a contender for
one of the most beautiful. Tour the Hungarian Coronation Jewels in the Dome Hall, the Old Upper House
Hall of the bicameral Hungarian Parliament, as well as the Lounge. Guided tours are mandatory for
entrance and we recommend booking your tour in advance.

Straddeling the river Danube, the Chain Bridge suspension bridge is the first built to connect Buda and
Pest, and is now one of Budapest's most iconic landmarks.

Among the impressive sights are the Clock Tower,
Scholar's Stairs and the Citadel. In 1431, it is claimed that an unknown woman gave birth to Vlad the
Impaler, also known as Dracula, within the shadow of the Clock Tower, adding to the myths and legends
that adorn this region.

Transfer to the small medieval village of Medias. Together with a local chef, visit the market to pick out
fresh ingredients for your Transylvanian cooking class and learn about the cultural and gastronomical
influences found in Transylvanian cuisine. In the afternoon, head to the town of Brasov to visit the famous
Black Church.

Meet a local chef and learn about Transylvanian cuisine while shopping at a local market. Chat with
farmers along the way, then head into the kitchen to prepare a traditional meal. A mix of neighboring
culture's cuisines and the country's agrarian roots, Romanian food is simple yet hearty and full of flavor.

Black Church (Biserica Neagra) Visit

The Black Church is the biggest church between Vienna and Istanbul. It's a famous landmark of the town
of Brasov, is Romania's leading Gothic church, and has the largest church bell in the country, weighing a
hefty 7 tons (6,350 kg)! Explore its beautiful interior, including stained glass windows and its collection of
119 Turkish carpets, the largest in Europe.

Enjoy a free morning to explore Brasov's baroque architecture and beautiful squares. Later, visit the
haunting Bran Castle, also known as Dracula's castle, for a guided visit. Afterwards, head to the castle's
tea house for an afternoon tea accompanied by the on-site historian and learn about the castle's eerie
past and connection with Dracula.

Explore Brasov. The city provides a mix of wonderful mountain scenery and medieval charm. It boasts
beautiful baroque architecture and stunning squares, and offers a delightful cable-car ride to the top of
Tampa Mountain.

Bran Castle Visit

Visit the picturesque Bran Castle, impressively situated on a rock outcrop and dominating the valley. This
14th century castle is steeped in history and folklore and is an unmissable highlight. Sometimes called
"Dracula's Castle", it served as a defense point to protect the border between Transylvania and Wallachia.
Rumours abound regarding Dracula's interaction with the castle. You'll have to visit to find out the truth.

Sit down for an afternoon tea ceremony in the tea house at Bran Castle, widely known as Dracula's
castle. Learn about the castle's history from a local historian and partake in ghost storytelling at this
historic landmark.

Explore the rare exhibits that showcase Brasov's history, including stone tools from the Paleolithic age
and painted ceramics from the Neolithic age, at this impressive museum.

Dating back to the 14th century, the monastery is
rumoured to be the last resting place of Vlad the Impaler. Enjoy the views across the lake from here.

Museum of the Romanian Peasant

Visit the Museum of the Romanian Peasant for a interesting look inside the rural culture of Romania. The
museum displays a collection of costumes, artifacts of Romanian peasant life, and religious icons.

National Village Museum Visit

Check out examples of Romanian rural architecture at this outdoor museum that's literally a park 10
hectares large. It boasts rural homes built in the styles throughout Romania as well as churches,
outhouses, and mills -- you'll really feel like you're walking through a Romanian village. To give an even
more authentic feel to things, many structures are filled with furniture and pieces from the eras they
replicate.

Palace of the Parliament Visit

Enjoy a visit to the Palace of the Parliament, which contains both chambers of the Romanian parliament
as well as the National Museum of Contemporary Art (MNAC). It's the world's largest civilian building with
an administrative function, according to the World Records Academy; it's also the most expensive
administrative building.

The ground floor of the
birthplace of Vlad "The Impaler" has been converted into a restaurant, and the upper floor is home to a
museum of medieval weapons.

Clock Tower Visit

Enjoy a visit to the Clock Tower, also known as the Council Tower -- it's Sighisoara's main point of
attraction. It was built in the second half of the 14th century and expanded in the 16th century. After a
fire in 1676 when the town's gunpowder deposits located in the Tailors' Tower exploded, Austrian artists
rebuilt the roof of the tower in its present baroque style and, in 1894, colourful tiles were added.

The Church of the Dominican Monastery Visit

Free

Enjoy a visit to the Church of the Dominican Monastery. Built in the late Gothic style, it was last repaired
in 1929, quite some time after it was first attested in a document back in 1298.

About Accommodation

On this trip you can expect to stay in small family-run hotels or pensions (with the exception of the start
and finish hotels, which are often larger city hotels), which will vary a little in standard and facilities:
some may not have elevators, air-conditioning or English-speaking staff, but most importantly all are
locally-run, with some traditional character, and in excellent central locations to give you maximum time
for exploring the sights. You can expect to find clean, safe, simple accommodation in convenient
locations.

Note that most accommodation in Europe does not have air conditioning units in rooms. Air conditioning
is not routinely installed in European homes and workplaces. However, nearly all hotels will provide a
standing or desk fan for your room on hot nights. If you do not already have one in your room, please ask
your CEO to organize one for you with reception.

Joining Instructions

Please note that day 1 is an arrival day and no activities have been planned on this day. Upon arrival to
the city on day 1 (or earlier if you have booked pre-accommodation with us), please make your way to
the joining hotel (note that check-in time will be in the afternoon). Once you arrive at the hotel, look for a
note or bulletin board in the reception with a note from your CEO. This note will give the details of your
Welcome Meeting on day 1 (usually between 5pm and 7pm), where you will get a chance to meet your
CEO and other travellers, as well as learn more about how the tour will run.

Getting to the city centre from Budapest airport:

By Taxi: From Budapest International Airport to the city centre should take approximately 35 minutes and
cost approximately 20-30 EUR.

By Public Transportation: Bus 100E (airport to Dedk Ferenc tér central metro station) departs from the
airport every 30 minutes and the trip takes approximately 35 minutes.



Regular tickets for the airport shuttle bus 100E cost 3€ (900 HUF) per person and can be purchased from
the customer service centres, newsagents, ticket offices or ticket vending machine in the arrivals hall.

Laundry

when you may want to or have to do your own laundry so we suggest you bring non-polluting/
biodegradable soap.

Visas and Entry Requirements

All countries require a valid passport (with a minimum 6 months validity). Contact your local embassy or
consulate for the most up-to-date visa requirements, or see your travel agent. It is your own
responsibility to have the correct travel documentation. Visa requirements for your trip will vary
depending on where you are from and where you are going. We keep the following information up to date
as far as possible, but rules do change and sometimes without warning. While we provide the following
information in good faith, it is vital that you check the information yourself and understand that you are
fully responsible for your own visa requirements.

Visa information specific to your destination and nationality can be found in our Important Pre-Departure
Information page here

For other nationalities, travelling in Europe has been simplified with the introduction of the Schengen
visa. As a visitor to the Schengen area (Austria, Germany, Netherlands, Belgium, Greece, Norway,
Denmark, Iceland, Portugal, Finland, Italy, Spain, France, Luxembourg, Sweden, Czech Republic, Hungary,
Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia, Slovenia and Switzerland) you will enjoy the many
advantages of this unified visa system. Generally speaking with a Schengen visa, you may enter one
Schengen country and travel freely throughout the Schengen region during the validity of your visa.
There are limited border controls at Schengen borders, if any at all.

Please note that the UK and Ireland are NOT part of the Schengen agreement.
A Schengen visa is applied for at the Embassy or Consulate of the Schengen country in which you will be

spending the most nights on your trip to the Schengen space. If you are only visiting one country on your
trip then you apply for your visa at the Consulate of this Schengen country.

Spending Money

Every traveller is different and therefore spending money requirements will vary. Some travellers may
drink more than others while other travellers like to purchase more souvenirs than most. Please consider
your own spending habits when it comes to allowing for drinks, shopping and tipping. Please also
remember the following specific recommendations when planning your trip.

Emergency Fund

Please also make sure you have access to at least an additional USD $200 (or equivalent) as an
‘'emergency’ fund, to be used when circumstances outside our control (ex. a natural disaster) require a
change to our planned route. This is a rare occurrence!

Tipping

While conventions can vary from country to country, tipping is customary in Europe. A general rule is
10% of the bill for wait staff, and a smaller amount (€1 or €2) for other service providers.
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Tipping is an expected - though not compulsory - component of your tour program, and an expression of
satisfaction with the persons who have assisted you on your tour. Although it may not be customary to
you, it is of considerable significance to the people who will take care of you during your travels. There
are several times during the trip where there is opportunity to tip the local guides. You may do this
individually, or your CEO will offer to collect the money and tip as a group. Recommendations for tipping
local guides would range from €3-5 per day, depending on the quality and length of the service; ask your
CEO for specific recommendations based on the circumstances and culture.

At the end of each trip, if you felt your G Adventures CEO did an outstanding job, tipping is expected and
appreciated. The precise amount is a personal preference, however €30-€40 per person, per week can be
used as a guideline.

While your CEO will
assist you with options available in a given location please note that any optional activities you undertake
are not part of your itinerary, and we offer no representations about the safety of the activity or the
standard of the operators running them. Please use your own good judgment when selecting an activity
in your free time. Although the cities visited on tour are generally safe during the day, there can be risks
to wandering throughout any major city at night. It is our recommendation to stay in small groups and to
take taxis to and from restaurants, or during night time excursions.

Protests and Demonstrations- Protests and demonstrations, even those that are well intended, have the
potential to turn violent with no warning. Counter protests can also turn violent. Action by security forces
to disperse demonstrators and protesters may occur at any time. If you are in an area where
demonstrators or protesters are gathering, avoid the temptation of staying for a good photo opportunity
and leave the area immediately.

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A Couple of Rules

Illegal drugs will not be tolerated on any trips. Possessing or using drugs not only contravenes the laws of
the land but also puts the rest of the group at risk. Smoking marijuana and opium is a part of local culture
in some parts of the world but is not acceptable for our travellers. Our philosophy of travel is one of
respect towards everyone we encounter, and in particular the local people who make the world the
special place it is. The exploitation of prostitutes is completely contrary to this philosophy. Our CEOs have
the right to expel any member of the group if drugs are found in their possession or if they use
prostitutes.

Travel Insurance

Travel Insurance: Travel insurance is compulsory in order to participate on any of our trips. When
travelling on a group trip, you will not be permitted to join the group until evidence of travel insurance
has been sighted by your CEO, who will take note of your insurance details. When selecting a travel
insurance policy please bear in mind that all clients must have medical coverage and that we require a
minimum coverage of USD 200,000 for repatriation and emergency rescue. We strongly recommend that
the policy also covers personal liability, cancellation, curtailment and loss of luggage and personal
effects. If you have credit card insurance we require proof of purchase of the trip (a receipt of credit card
statement) with a credit card in your name. Contact your bank for details of their participating insurer,
the level of coverage and emergency contact telephone number.
